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Legal Frameworks in Brazil to Protect and Increase
Forest Cover

- Forest Public Law N° 11.284, 02/03/2006, and its regulation,
Decree 6.063, 20/03/2007, Protect Public Forests at Federal, State and
Municipal level, and regulates the access to these areas to generate
social and environmental benefits.

- New Forest Code, Dec. N° 12.651, 25/05/2012 — General rules for
vegetation protection, permanent preserved and legal reserve areas,
logging and control of forest products, and forest protection. Also,
Implement for at national level the Rural Environmental Property
Registration (Cadastro Ambiental Rural — CAR).




The Brazilian policy context

 Brazilian Forest Code (rev 2012)
requires restoration/conservation on

— Permanent Preservation Areas:
riparian zones, hillsides, springs, etc.

— Legal Reserves (20-80% of all rural
land, depending on biome). 80% in
Amazon

— These areas must meet environmental
but also social functions
» Agroforestry ok for restoration
(including 50% exotic species) but
unclear on how, which species,
management practices

« States regulate restoration norms for
